gThe central register of the energy performance of buildings includes lists of:
Å persons authorized to make energy performance certificates;
Å persons authorized to inspect the heating or air conditioning system;
Å energy performance certificates;
Å reports on the inspection of the heating or air - conditioning system;
Å buildings with a usable floor space occupied by the judiciary, prosecutor's office and public 

administration bodies exceeding 250 m2 and in which the clients are serviced, containing 
information on the energy performance of these buildings and their area.

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The purpose of creating the Central Register of Emissivity of Buildings 
- CEEB is to improve air quality by eliminating the main cause of 
pollution - the emission of substances causing smog .
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The Central Register of Emissivity of Buildings collect basic data about :

- heating sources,

- sources of electricity and combustion sources of fuels used for the needs of the 
building or premises .

Central Register of Emissivity of Buildings

From 1 July 2021 there is obligation to submit a specific declaration. This can be done 
in two ways: 
- electronically, via the website www.zone.gunb.gov.pl, using a trusted profile, 

proof or qualified signature. 
- in paper version, by submitting it in person to the city / commune office in 

accordance with the location of the building or by sending it by traditional mail.
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Who is declaring? 
Building owner / manager that is powered by a source of heat or fuel 
combustion up to 1 MW

Central Register of Emissivity of Buildings
gThe declaration specifies the sources of heat or combustion of fuels to be reported, 

these are: 
- district heating / system heat / local district heating, 
- solid fuel boiler with manual fuel feed / charging, 
- solid fuel boiler with automatic fuel feed / with a feeder, 
- fireplace / stove / air heater for solid fuel, 
- tiled stove for solid fuel, 
- kitchen stove / stove / coal stove, 
- gas boiler / gas boiler / flow gas heater, gas fireplace, 
- oil boiler, 
- heat pump, 
- electric heating / electric boiler, 
- solar collectors for domestic hot water or with heating support function. 

(solid fuel is: coal, wood, pellets or other type of biomass)
